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1. If hair that is not from the Fitrah appears on the lip of a woman, is it 

permissible for her to remove it?  



Answer: Yes, if the appearance of a woman has become such that it is imitating 

the appearance of men, then removing the moustache or removing the beard is 

Wājib. Meaning it's not just permissible rather it is Wājib.
