Chapter on salaatut duha (chaast 
·prayers) 

According to the fuqahaa (jurists) and muhadditheen (hadith scholars) 
the time for ~alaatut Qu!}a is from the morning after the makruh tim e 
passes till zawaal. But according to the ~ufis these are two separate 
prayers, one is called ish•raaq and the other Quha (chaast) prayers . The 
~ufis substantiate their view from the previous hadith of Sayyidina 'Ali 
Ra9iyallahu 'Anhu and other narrations . The 'ulama differ on ~alaatut 
~uha. The commentators on hadith have written eight ma -dhaa-hib of 
the 'ulama . According to Imaam Abu Hanifah this ~alaah is mustahab .
